It can fit into the back of a car and is perfect for operators who can’t install a fixed weighbridge or wish to use the equipment at multiple sites or difficult to reach areas. Weight records are easily transferred to a laptop or PC with a USB memory stick.


And to complete VWS’ one-stop weighing shop there is the VIPER WIM high speed in-motion system available through its sister company Applied Traffic, the UK’s leading provider of high and low speed weigh in motion equipment, classification systems and traffic monitoring solutions.
